GOSPEL REFLECTION

Stumbling Blocks - Today's Gospel Reading also speaks of
stumbling blocks. There are those who falsely accuse others.
Jesus was accused of casting out demons by the power of the
ruler of the demons. In other words, he was accused of acting
in the name of the devil. Those who obstruct the work of God,
any kind of work of God, they have a stumbling block that they
must deal with. For as Jesus said, "a house [that] is divided
against itself, that house will not be able to stand." If you are a
Christian and claim to be for God, then you cannot be against
God. You cannot serve two masters. Either you are with God or
you are not with God. The choice is yours. Another stumbling
block in one's salvation is "whoever blasphemes against the
Holy Spirit, [he] can never have forgiveness. One might say,
"But God is all merciful. Surely, He did not create us just to
condemn us to hell for eternity." Let me tell you this, God gave
everyone a free will. He who rejects the grace of God, he who
refuses to be sanctified in Christ, he who refuses to obey the
Ten Commandments, who refuses to receive the Sacraments,
he who rejects the help of the Blessed Virgin Mary through the
Sacramentals, he is rejecting every tool that has been given to
him to obtain his salvation. Such is blaspheming against the
Holy Spirit. (Catholic Doors Ministry)
