SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT (YEAR A)

In the Scriptures, the mountain is always the place of revelation.
It is men like Moses and Elijah whom God encounters. It is also
said that Moses' face was transfigured by that encounter. The
magnificence of divine revelation is also communicated to those
who receive it and become the mediators of God's word. Jesus
begins to shine like the sun under the eyes of three disciples: this
identifies him as the one who surpasses all his predecessors. This
is further emphasized by the fact that Moses and Elijah appear and
spend time with him. They represent the law and the prophets,
that is, divine revelation before Jesus. Added to this is the
exhortation to listen to Jesus, especially to his moral teachings.
