FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT (YEAR A)

At the centre of the liturgy of this fourth Sunday of Lent there is
the theme of light. The Gospel (cf. Jn 9:1-41) recounts the episode
of the man blind from birth to whom Jesus gives sight. This
miraculous sign confirms Jesus’ affirmation that “I am the light of
the world” (v. 5), the light that brightens our darkness. Jesus is
thus. He operates illumination on two levels: a physical level and
a spiritual level: the blind person first receives the sight of the eyes
and then is led to faith in the “Son of Man” (v. 35), that is, in Jesus.
