MARY AND PALM SUNDAY

Holy Week begins with the great imagery of palms and olive
branches, which were symbolic for victory and triumphant in the
ancient world. We now see the New Davidic King, Jesus Christ,
enter to the words — “Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the
name of the Lord! Blessed is the kingdom of our Father David that
is to come! Hosanna in the highest!” (Mk 11:9-10; cf. Ps 118:26).
As we begin this week of suffering with Our Lord, we should
remember the one person who was there with him, most united
with him, and always prepared to lead us closer to him, yes, even
into his suffering —the Blessed Virgin Mary. As the Mater Dolorosa,
the Sorrowful Mother, Mary leads us into a more complete union
with Jesus, not only during the joyful and blessed times of our

lives, but also during the times of suffering and pain.
