The Gospel of today (cf. Jn 3:16-18), on the Feast of the Most
Holy Trinity, reveals — with the Apostle John’s concise and
luminous language — the mystery of God’s love for the world,
for all creation. This Feast invites us to let ourselves once again
be captivated by the beauty of God: a beauty that is goodness
and inexhaustible truth. It is also a beauty, a goodness, and a
truth that is humble and close, that became flesh in order to
enter our life, our history — my history, the history of each one
of us — so that every man and woman may encounter Him and
have eternal life. And this is faith: to welcome God-Love; to
welcome this God-Love who gives Himself in Christ, who moves
us in the Holy Spirit; to allow ourselves to be encountered by Him
and to place our trust in Him. Angelus, 7 june 2020

MARY’S RELATIONSHIP WITH THE TRINITY

Our Lady, who was granted the dignity of being the Mother of
God, is also the favoured daughter of the Father and the temple
of the Holy Spirit. Mary "is endowed with the high office and
dignity of the Mother of the Son of God, and therefore she is also
the beloved daughter of the Father and the temple of the Holy
Spirit" (Lumen gentium,n. 53). Mary's privileged relationship with
the Trinity therefore confers on her a dignity which far surpasses
that of every other creature. The Council recalls this explicitly:
because of this "gift of sublime grace" Mary "far surpasses all
creatures" (Lumen gentium, n. 53). However, this most high
dignity does not hinder Mary's solidarity with each of us. The
Constitution Lumen gentium goes on to say: "But, being of the
race of Adam, she is at the same time also united to all those
who are to be saved" and she has been "redeemed, in a more
exalted fashion, by reason of the merits of her Son". wmary's
